Temporary Road closureS and Delays
Continue ON THE LOGAN RANGER DISTRICT 
LOGAN, UT, September 24, 2009 – Uinta-Wasatch-Cache National Forest officials announced today that the Temple Fork Road (Forest Road #20007) will be closed for public safety starting Monday, October 5, 2009, possibly through early November, 2009.  The Temple Fork Road (Forest Road #20007) closure begins at the Logan Canyon National Scenic Byway, US Highway 89, and terminates at the cattle guard below the Spawn Creek Trailhead.  This temporary closure will allow for the necessary removal and replacement of bridges. The closure goes approximately 1 mile up Temple Fork Road.  Access will still be available from the junction of the Temple Canyon (Forest Road #20008) with the Sinks Road (Forest Road #20055) from the east and the Dip Hollow/Long Hollow (Forest Road #20056) from the south.   These routes are not recommended for vehicles pulling trailers.  The Worm Fence ATV Trail will remain open.  
Replacement of the upper bridge on the Franklin Basin Road (Forest Road #20006) will begin Monday, September 28, 2009 and be completed by October 16, 2009.  The upper bridge is located 1 ½ miles south of the Idaho border.  The lower bridge is located less than ½ mile from the junction with Logan Canyon National Scenic Byway, US Highway 89, and replacement of the bridge is scheduled tentatively for mid October after the upper bridge construction is completed.  The road will be closed only at the bridge replacement locations and there will be no motorized through traffic. 
The replacement of the Temple Fork bridges is expected to take a minimum of 4 weeks, but could possibly be longer depending on weather conditions.  Brian Ferebee, Uinta Wasatch-Cache National Forest, Forest Supervisor said, “We understand that closing these roads is going to impact hunters who utilize both the Franklin Basin and Temple Fork roads.  The temporary closures will allow for public safety, while we complete these critical road improvements.”    
There are still minor delays while crews continue to resurface the Sinks Road (Forest Road #20055) from the junction of Logan Canyon National Scenic Byway, US Highway 89 to the junction of the eastern portions of the Temple Fork Road (Pole Line) (Forest Road #20007).
